A continuous glazed surface was introduced
to maximize daylight and exterior views, resulting in a brighter and more spacious
interior atmosphere.
The core concept of the design was the interplay of solid and void,
alming to evoke a sense of diversity, dynamism, calmness, and unity.
To achieve this, we combined several key elements:
two solid white volumes were placed alongside large transparent surfaces
and recessed spaces formed by multiple terraces, creating a spatial paradox
while maintaining visual order and cohesion In the facade.
