AFTAB building

The design of this building in the beautiful
city of Bushehr consists of four floors, in-
cluding a pilot floor with a lobby and park-
ing area, and three residential floors.

This building has been designed in harmo-
ny with the hot and humid climate of the
northern coast of the Persian Gulf. Con-
sidering its location between two streets, it
receives direct natural light from both
sides.

The bedrooms benefit from northern light,
while the living room, lounge, kitchen, and
main terraces are illuminated by southern
light.

Thanks to the presence of tall shading
trees on the southern side of the building
and the absence of opposing buildings
(facing a football field), elongated
floor-to-ceiling  windows  (transparent
fagade) have been used. Unlike the north-
ern fagade, which is closed due to the
placement of bedrooms, the southern
fagade has been designed to be fully
transparent.

The style of the fagades on both sides is
postmodern. Alongside its elegance, sim-
plicity, and modernity, the design incorpo-
rates brick, curved elements, and sol-
id-void compositions inspired by Iranian
architecture and the architectural heritage
of the city of Bushehr.
